My Dearest Brothers and Sisters in the Lord Jesus Christ,           

 

 As of Monday, August 17th, the 100-Mile Walk for the 

parish is at $13,185.64 and I have walked 80 miles; I want to 

thank you for your immense generosity to this fun/fund raiser.

September. In general, it will deal with the financial status of the 

parish as it supports our parish goal: the salvation of souls. 

Sometime in the next few weeks from now, I will let you know 

which weekend I will give the State of the Parish Address which 

will follow an extremely brief homily; the address should be about 

fifteen minutes in length. I wish to thank you in advance for 

permitting me the opportunity each year to let you know how we 

stand as a parish. As I have said in the past, we can be grateful to 

God that we were not affected by the many mergers that went into 

effect this past August 1st; we need to pray for those newly 

forming parishes as Making All Things New continues to develop.

We remembered to pray for the repose of the soul of Peg Sullivan 

who passed away peacefully that morning. Peg was a Rosarian to 

the end of her life here on Earth as God called her home on the 

same date as the meeting, the first Wednesday of the month. The 

Altar Rosary ladies, with my wholehearted support, wish to 

conduct a recruitment drive on the weekend of September 12th and 

13th. Members will speak briefly at each Holy Mass about the 

parish society and what it means to be a Rosarian. All ladies 18 

years of age and over are invited and most welcome to join.  

Megan conducted a most 

successful Blanket Making Event on Wednesday, August 12th in 

the Church Hall that evening. Some three dozen parishioners came 

that evening to make quite a number of blankets which will keep 

quite a number of needy people warm in the cold weather months.

Gold Award Project that she completed last summer. I wish to 

congratulate Megan for coordinating this Corporal Work of Mercy 

and I want to thank all the folks who helped in the Blanket Making 

Event.
