FOURTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

My Dearest Sisters and Brothers in Our Lord Jesus Christ,           

 I am writing this letter to you on Sunday afternoon, June 

19th, the same afternoon that I composed last weekôs letter to you. 

With the 4th of July weekend, I needed to write this weekendôs 

letter to you much earlier than I would do so ordinarily. Therefore, 

the events surrounding the Ordination of Deacon Bob, that took 

place on the weekend of the 25th and 26th of June will not have 

occurred as of the composing of this letter to you; I will write 

about them to you in next weekendôs letter. I will also report to 

you about the semi-annual fuel collection that occurred on the 

weekend of this writing to you (June 18th and 19th).  

 I can tell you that our semi-annual Blood Drive will take 

place in our Church Hall on Wednesday, July 20th, from 

approximately 3:00 until 7:00 P.M. I want to thank, in advance, 

Elaine Arvidson and other volunteers for making the Blood Drive 

possible twice a year in our parish. A good leader should lead by 

example and so I will once again roll up my sleeve and donate a 

pint of blood myself. I will save my once-a week desert for the 

Blood Drive because they have such good cookies to feast upon 

immediately following the donation of blood. (HA! HA! HA!) 

Seriously, though, I hope to give the gift of life that may save 

three lives and maybe a few souls as well. I am sure that more 

details will follow as we close in on the date of New York Blood 

Drive gracing us with their presence; on behalf of the entire 

parish, I want to thank the good folks at New York Blood Drive 

for conducting that day.

Dear Friends in the Lord, 

 The people of Africa are joyous and faith-filled, but they also 

often face challenges due to poverty, the high incidence of disease, food 

shortages, and migration.  The Church in Africa journeys with people 

gifted with a vibrant spirituality and is a source of hope and faith.  The 

Solidarity Fund for the Church in Africa supports pastoral projects that 

foster lasting peace and reconciliation in a continent often marked by 

division and tension.  Pope Francis challenges us: ñTouched by Christôs 

infinite mercy, may all the faithful be signs of the reconciliation, justice, 

and peace that God wills for...all of Africaò (April 16, 2015). 

 With so many people in Africa on the move, providing 

pastoral care to meet their spiritual needs is often difficult.  In Angola, 

this is true for migrant and refugee communities, as well as for people 

whose livelihoods keep them moving, such as fisherman and truck 

drivers.  Creating fellowship among various groups, ethnicities, and 

tribes is crucially important in order to avoid tribalism, discrimination, 

and racial violence. 

 To address these needs and foster growth in the communities, 

and with a grant from the Solidarity Fund for the Church in Africa, the 

bishops are providing training and formation for lay leaders in every 

diocese.  These leaders attend seminars and workshops that equip them 

to return to their communities to welcome immigrants and help them 

find a home in local parish communities.  After attending a seminar, one 

participant expressed his gratitude, saying, ñThank you for year another 

moment of grace.ò 

 With your help, the Church in Africa can continue to play an 

active role in the evangelization of the world.  Projects like this one care 

for the spiritual needs of the African people, allowing Africans to 

continue giving the world their vibrant expression of faith.  Please give 

generously to the Solidarity Fund for the Church in Africa.
